PTA MEETING MINUTES

October 5, 2017

Meeting called to order at 3:10 pm.  R. Barnhart 2nd.

Members in attendance: Katherine Tilmans, Heather Hall, Kelley Stuart, Ingrid Yoder, Raegon Clutz, Rachel Barnhart, Amanda Arnett, David Dulberger and Tricia Hornick.

Katherine Tilmans reports the school nurse would like volunteers for the flu shot clinic being held on 10/18/17.   The geography bee is on the horizon and a budget will need to be set for this event.

Mrs. Arnett and Mr. Dulberger attended the meeting to propose financial assistance with obtaining the paid versions of math and/or reading applications from Front Row.  The classrooms are currently using the free versions.  The Front Row app engages students with fun activities which they earn coins for completing assignments.  Teachers are willing to use their $100 PTA supply reimbursement to obtain the paid version of the app.  The free version limits the data the teacher can see as well as articles they can access.  Purchasing one subject is approximately $2700 and two subjects would be $3700.

Treasurer Report: Heather Hall

Heather’s report represented activity through period ending 10/05/17.   The total funds available in checking and savings.is $6,544.14. 

Principal Report:  Raegon Clutz

Mr. Clutz reports that the students are have a good start with the year.  Student behavior has been excellent with zero behavior referrals.  The school with celebrate this accomplishment once the PBIS program has started.  EKD will have a new, all day Pre-kindergarten program as of 10/23/17.   The teacher is in place and an assistant will be hired.  There will be an open house for Pre-k on 10/18/17.  Mr. Clutz would like to get more parents and grandparents in school to see students in the classrooms.  He plans to hold events such as one for Father’s in the fall and Mother’s in the spring.  These events would be new to EKD.  Mr. Clutz also offered the use of Connect 5 messaging to the PTA to announce PTA events or updates as well as his monthly newsletter.

New Business:

A. The school nurse has requested clothing to have for student needs especially for incoming pre-k students.   However she would like to have clothing for all students school wide.  The PTA may post a request on the Facebook page or send out a flyer to being collecting clothes.

B.  Walk-A-Thon:  $800 has been collected to date for the walk-a-thon.  Tricia reported that plans are coming along.  K-2 will walk the loop on the blacktop and grades 3-5 will walk a loop on the grass.  Obstacle courses will be set up in the lunchroom.  Dare forms will be distributed to teachers today.

C. Restaurant nights will be set soon.  Funds from these nights could be used to help purchase the Front Row Apps presented by Arnett & Dulberger.  The first restaurant night will probably be in January with more dates in March and/or April.  

D. Trunk or Treat:  This event is scheduled for Friday, 10/27 from 5-6 pm.  Mrs. Barnhart with assistance from Mr. Clutz will lead this event.   Mrs. Barnhart will consult the prior PTA board for specifics from last year’s trunk or treat.
